History teachers honored

This is in conjunction with a new NSSAR pro-
gram that honors a National Teacher of the Year.
The SCSSAR named three teachers in various cat-
egories. Each was given a plaque and a check for
$250.

The Secondary Education category winner was
Lt. Col. Joel E. Rexford. Lt. Col. Rexford serves as
the senior Army instructor for the Clinton High
School JROTC Program, the head coach of the
cross country and marksmanship teams, and as
sponsor of the Interact Club. Each of these or-
ganizations was started by Lt. Col. Rexford. He
was also the SCSSAR nominee for the NSSAR
contest.

The Collegiate Category winner was Dr. Wal-
ter Edgar. Dr. Edgar is the Claude Henry Neuffer
Professor of Southern Studies, and the George
Washington Distinguished Professor of History
at the University of South Carolina. Dr. Edgar has
authored and edited numerous books including
South Carolina: a History; Partisans and Redcoats:
the Southern Con ict That Turned the Tide of the
American Revolution; and The South Carolina En-
cyclopedia.

The Non-Academic winner was Charles Baxley.
Mr. Baxley has served as editor and publisher of
the online magazine Southern Campaigns of the
American Revolution and has organized numerous
academic conferences on the American Revolu-
tion and conducted battle eld tours through the
Corps of Discovery.

Honoring chapters

The awards program then moved to the rec-
ognition of SCSSAR chapters. In 2007, a new
program was authorized to recognize each chap-
ter that sponsored at least one event in support
of the Patriotic (White Flag Streamer), Educa-
tional (Red Flag Streamer) and Historical (Blue
Flag Streamer) goals of the Society. Each chapter
that sponsored at least one event in all three ar-
eas would receive a Red, White and Blue colored
Flag Streamer. Only three out of 14 chapters sub-
mitted a score sheet for consideration. The Cam-
bridge, Gen. Andrew Pickens and Gen. Daniel
Morgan chapters each received a Red, White and
Blue Streamer.
